12. APPLICATION FOR A PREMISES LICENCE, ANMOL SUITE LTD, 29-31 THE
PARADE, OADBY (APPLICATION NO. OWPMO0235)

The Sub-Committee gave consideration to the report and appendices (as set out at pages
4 — 31 of the agenda reports pack), which asked it to determine an application for a new
premises license for the sale of alcohol at Anmol Suite Ltd, 29 -31 The Parade, Oadby,
Leicester LE2 5BB (OWPM0235).

i) The sale of alcohol for consumption on the premises shall be permitted
between 10:00 and 23:00 hours, Monday to Sunday;

ii) The premises shall be open to the public between 10:00 and 00:00 hours,
Monday to Sunday;

iii) All windows and doors shall be kept closed after 22:00 hours, except for
access and egress; and

iv) Prominent, clear notices shall be displayed at all exits requesting
customers to respect the needs of local residents and leave the
premises and the area quietly.
